Course Description:
The art component of this semester course is designed to develop visual literacy, to inspire appreciation of visual art and to introduce students to studio art production.  Each art assignment focuses on an element of art and a particular studio process through a project coordinated with their World Civilizations studies.  This interdisciplinary approach allows students to make relevant and meaningful connections.
Course Requirements:
There will be approximately three projects that will be done in class.  All work must be completed.  A student may bring home a project to complete if absences occur.  Generally, ample time will be given for work to be executed during the given class period.  There are no tests, quizzes or homework assignments.
All art materials will be supplied by Prep.
Course Expectations:
-arrive on time
-show respect for peers and their art
-show effort, your best possible
-respect for tools and materials
-prepare for each project by using sketches and notes
-complete ALL projects
-keep work space clean and put back materials that are used
Grades/Assessment
At the end of a semester only (not quarterly) will a pass/fail be issued to all completed work.
Each project will be evaluated on the following:
CRAFTSMANSHIP:  the care and neatness applied to each project
CRITERIA:  completing the requirements of the assignment in an imaginative and serious way
CREATIVITY:  going beyond the usual and ordinary in an unexpected and imaginative manner
EFFORT AND ATTITUDE:  performing to one’s fullest potential.
